+  The head shaver cannot be operated while it is charging.

+ When the battery is fully discharged, charge the shaver for 2 hours to achieve a full
charge. A full charge provides up to 80 minutes of shaving time.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

Note: The shaver body will automatically shut off if an attachment head is not attached.
Please select the accessory you'd like to use and attach it to the body.

To remove accessory attachments (Fig C) press the Attachment Release Button (8) and
slide the attachment off to release.

1. Hold the shaver body in the palm of your hand. Press the On/Off Button (1) to switch
the shaver on.

2. Gently press the cutting heads against the scalp. Do not apply excessive pressure.

3. Move the shaver slowly across the scalp. Use linear or circular strokes, depending on
which method gives the best results for your hair type.

4. Use ahandheld mirror to inspect the back of the head and confirm complete
coverage. You may also use your free hand to feel for areas that may require
additional shaving.

5. When shaving is complete, press the on/off button to switch the shaver off.

TIPS

« Do not use the head shaver on hair longer than 2.0 mm or more than four days of
growth. The head shaver is designed to maintain a clean-shaven appearance and
should be used daily or every two to three days for optimal results

« Ifhairlength exceeds 2.0 mm, use the Beard Trimmer Attachment to trim it before
operating the head shaver

+  The head shaver may be used dry or with shaving cream or gel. It is also suitable for
use in the shower

CARE FOR YOUR SHAVER

Maintain the shaver regularly to ensure long-lasting performance. It is recommended to

clean the shaver after each use.

« Before cleaning the shaver, ensure it is switched off and disconnected from the
charging adaptor.




DEEP CLEAN

«  Afterrinsing away hair and debris, reassemble the shaver and switch it on. Submerge
the shaving head in warm water with a few drops of dish soap. Run the shaver for 15
seconds. Switch it off, remove the shaving head from the hair pocket, and thoroughly
rinse to remove any remaining buildup.

TROUBLESHOOTING

+  Ifthe shaver produces a chugging noise, clean and re-lubricate the inner surfaces of
the cutting heads. To maintain optimal performance, clean and lubricate the shaver
after each use.

AFTER EACH USE

1. Open the shaver head (fig. A).

2. Empty out any hair clippings. The head can be rinsed under a running tap (fig. B).

3. Use a cleaning brush to remove any shaving debris.

«  The shaver is washable and can be cleaned by rinsing under warm water.

+ When using shaving creams or gels with the shaver it is especially important to clean
after each use to prevent the gel from drying and clogging the cutters.

+ When cleaning the external surfaces of the shaver, do not use strong detergents or
other chemicals.

+  Todry, wipe the surface of the shaver with a dry cloth or towel.

«  The shaver head assembly is designed to be detachable from the shaver body.

+ Toremove the shaving head, pull it straight, away from the shaver body. To reattach,
align the shaving head with the opening on the shaver body and press until it clicks
into place.

BATTERY REMOVAL & DISPOSAL

This appliance contains batteries that are non-replaceable. When the battery is at the
end of its life or leaking, the appliance and battery must be properly disposed of at an
official recycling point. We strongly recommend that a professional removes the
rechargeable battery. Parts of the case, and tools have sharp edges and may cause injury
if not handled correctly.

1. The rechargeable battery must be removed from the appliance before it is
scrapped.

2. Ensure the trimmer is discharged of all power. To do this, operate the device until
it stops.

3. Be aware of the risk of terminals of the battery-operated appliance or battery

being short-circuited by metal objects.



4. Remove the attachments.

5. Use a small flat screwdriver to carefully pry off the front housing.

6. Unscrew the 5 screws from top unit and then remove inner top housing.

7. Use a small flat screwdriver to pry off motor, battery and circuit board assembly.
8. Take out the assembly and explode the battery.

9. Disconnect the battery from the circuit board.

10.  The battery must be disposed of at an appropriate official recycling/collection

point.
11. Do notattempt to operate the device once you have opened it.
